Chapter 3: Spatial influences

Spatial influences

Demographics: communities

Within the LDNP the demographics of both communities and visitors are intensely
concentrated toward the 4 Wards of Windermere and Bowness [1 to 4 of the image
below], with further concentrations focussed on the Wards of Ambleside [5] and Keswick
[6]. Apart from these 6 Wards the LDNP is sparsely populated. The Ward of Beckermet
[7] distorts the image below by virtue of the Ward population outwith the LDNP
boundary.

The figures above give total Ward population.
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The substantive majority of the communities in the LDNP are therefore concentrated in
Windermere and Bowness and for any development to be sustainable it must take
cognisance of this reality: as does the proposed site at Ratherheath.

Demographics: visitors

The demographics of visitors follow the same concentration trend with approximately
80% focussed on Windermere and Ambleside, with a further 10% toward Keswick, with
the remainder distributed over the remainder of the LDNP. The distribution of visitors
therefore reinforces the indigenous demographics of communities.

The post code map above illustrates the concentration of builtform within the LDNP
including hotels, guest houses and bed & breakfast establishments. To have
relevance and be sustainable development has to reflect the illustrated distribution
model: as does the proposed site at Ratherheath.
