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Locality constraints map 
The site is located near the valley bottom and along with Ashes Lane Caravan Park, the 
developments at Plantation Bridge, the A591 and the railway forms its own Landscape 
Character Area of typical valley floor localised built development. 
The site is constrained by the presence of the A591to the north east and mature 
woodland to the south. 
 

 
 
Existing site conditions 
The land comprises of a tree and shrubless assortment of 9 improved agricultural fields 
of glacial formation. 
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Zone of Visual Influence 
The Zone of Visual Influence [ZVI] was taken as an extended 4km around the site rather 
than the more normally utilised 3km standard: due to the perceived sensitivity of the site.
